RE: NOLT Bridge Contract

Attached please find a personal services contract for North Olympic Land Trust (NOLT). NOLT is a
non-profit organization in Port Angeles that has acquired lands and conservation easements throughout
Makah U&A. Their mission is to conserve lands that sustain the communities of Clallam County,
including the conservation of farms, forests, and fish habitat. Typically. these conservation activities
also help protect, restore, and enhance treaty resources. therefore we work closely with them to ensure
tribal goals and concerns are addressed.

In 2014. NOLT acquired, through grant funding, a large parcel of property located at the mouth of the
Lyre River for the intent of restoration and conservation of essential fish habitat. The MFM Habitat
Division and Lower Elwha Klallam Tribe (LEKT) are project co-sponsors who will be assisting in the
restoration of the property, through in-kind salary assistance and hard dollars. Restoration includes the
replacement of a bridge and the removal of a house. Our involvement is supported by our NWIFC and
EPA approved FY2011 PSP project proposal (attached).

A component to that proposal is providing financial hard dollar match assistance to complete the
bridge replacement. The other funding that is slated to assist in this project is a combination of
different state grant dollars that are being awarded directly to NOLT. Since NOLT is the
landowner. as well as the beneficiary of the other funding to complete this work. it would be
easiest to contract our hard dollars directly to them and have them conduct the purchasing of
supplies and necessary contracting needs. They are in a unique position as the landowner, the
grant receiver, and also the party that is responsible to ensure that the project is completed
according to grant and permitting requirements. Due to the nature of the project, it would simplify
management of the project and expedite planning to directly contract the funds to them.

Section 5.1 Fees
For Contracts of $100,000 or more shall pay a one-time fee of two percent (2%) of the
total amount of the contract, plus a fee of 2% of any increase in the contract amount.

For Contracts under $100, 000.00 the fee assessed will be (1%) of the total contract plus
a fee of 1% of any increase in the contract amount. Contracts under $10,000.00 the fee assessed
will be $50.00 with the exception of Enrolled Makah Tribal Members. Contracts under $500.00
the fee assessed will be $5.00 with the exception of Earolled Makah Tribal Members.

The Contractor prior to commencing work on the Reservation shall pay the fee provided
for in the MECRA Act. However, where good cause is shown, the Director may authorize
Contractor to pay the fee in installments over the course of contract.
